The seal of the Khrair plates2¢ states that the Sudeveraja,
its grantor, was the son of Manamatra, who was the son of
Prasunna, sten known, the editor of the inscription,
suggested the identification of Mananka and Devaraja with
Manamatra and Sudevaraja respectively, both belonging to
the dynasty of Sarabhapura. In support of his hypothesis,
he pointed out that since the words Matra and Anka both
mean 'omamenet’, the person named Manamatra may be
identical with Mananka??, (though known was not very
much convinced of his own suggestion). The suggestion
was approved by Fleet?8, ]. Dubreuil?® and M.H. Krishna.3?
Dubrevil even prepared a combined genealogy of the line
as under.

The characters of former are inscribed in the Western
variety of the southem alphabet while those of the latter
belong to the so called box-headed characters of central
India. The seals of the charters of the former bear the
figure of a lion facing the proper right while those of the
latter carry the figure of a standing Lakshmi with an
elephant on either side pouring water on her33 and
concludes that Manamatra belonged to an altogether
different dynasty than the so called dynasty of
Sarabhapura.
